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Aromatherapy is meant to support the body’s optimal 
function and to affect changes within the limbic system 
that encourage the body to heal.  When one considers 
that the active ingredients of essential oils may occur in 
concentrations up to 1,000 times more than would 
naturally occur in the plant, it behooves aromatherapy 
professionals to take a conservative, safety-minded 
approach to their practices. 

 
Aromatherapists are aware of the concept of 
sensitization:  day after day exposure to small amounts 
of a substance leads to unexpected and unwanted 
symptoms including migraine headaches, shortness of 
breath, nausea, fatigue, difficulty with concentration, and 
dermatitis.  The incidence of adverse reaction to 
fragrance components and essential oils are on the rise 
with increasing positive results to patch testing 
reported in Belgium, Denmark, Japan, Hungary, and 
Switzerland since 2000.  There have also been 
increasing reports of aromatherapists developing 
sensitivity to oils. 

 
Aromatherapists who wish to avoid sensitization should 
consider viewing everything they apply to their bodies, 
that they inhale, and that they eat as they would a drug.  
This encourages the concept of moderation and limits 
exposure to sensitizing additives.  If the aromatherapist 
in turn educates the client to view these substances in 
the same way, then the client is much less likely to view 
the essential oil as just another perfume to be worn on 
a daily basis. 

 
Here is an example: you have had a busy morning 
schedule and are really hungry because you ate a light 
breakfast.  You can smell donuts frying at a bakery 
nearby and your body tells you in no uncertain terms 
that a glazed donut would satisfy an immediate need.  
Since you are viewing each piece of food you take in as 
you would a medicine, you think, “Wait a minute, if I 

eat a glazed donut, I will feel great from the sugar load 
for a little while but then later this afternoon I will feel 
really tired and want more sugar, not to mention the 
fact that that much sugar wreaks havoc with my body’s 
production of insulin!”  You pass up the bakery and 
have a more balanced lunch of fruit and cheese with a 
large glass of distilled water. 

 
Another answer to sensitization lies within the field of 
environmental medicine.  Two concepts loom large in 
this field: removal of the sensitizer and rotation to 
avoid the development of sensitization.  If you or your 
client is already sensitized to an oil, avoid any exposure 
to it and any related oils for at least six months.  It can 
take over a year of avoidance to overcome the 
symptoms of sensitization. 

 
After the period of avoidance, perform an early 
morning patch test before the patient has any food or 
applies any personal care products that may interfere 
with results.  Still sensitive? Avoid the oil.  Not 
sensitive?  Begin a program of rotation where there is 
never exposure to the same or related oil for more 
than one day out of four.  The rotation program is also 
used to avoid sensitization in the first place and is well 
documented as effective in the arena of food and 
environmental allergies.  For example, lavender 
essential oil is the mainstay of your practice and you do 
not want under any circumstances to become 
sensitized to it.  You would expose yourself to lavender 
on Monday and schedule clients who need lavender as 
part of their consultation on Monday and then would 
not use lavender again until Friday.  You would use it 
next on Tuesday and then so on, so that you are only 
using that oil once every four days.  While it may seem 
impractical at first, with a little bit of thought at the 
beginning, the regimen soon becomes habit and is even 
easier to implement if applying the same principles to
